IN THE STREET HONORS PATRIOT DAY
August 26, 2010 - Celebrate Frederick’s 28th annual In The Street festival will honor Patriot Day with a Clustered Spires Opening Ceremony to recognize those who were injured or died during the terrorists attacks in the United States on September 11th, 2001.  The Clustered Spires Opening Ceremony begins promptly at 11 a.m. at the 7th Street and Market Festival Stage. 

In The Street has officially moved to the second Saturday in September beginning in the 2010 year. Recognizing that the first year of this move falls on September 11th, Celebrate Frederick and The City of Frederick welcome all those in the community to attend the ceremony to help honor the families who have lost loved ones and celebrating the lives given on this day nine years ago.  

Moving the festival to the second Saturday of September was a decision made nearly two years ago in consultation with the community and downtown merchants, and with the concurrence of the City and all of its affected agencies.  An ad hoc committee of the In The Street Committee discussed possibilities of a date change for an entire year. The discussions and meetings included downtown merchants, city residents, the City Government, the Police Department and other event and arts organizations. What the ad hoc committee learned was that moving the event to September would increase the number of non-competing events to occur downtown which in turn would enable more participation from the public, vendors and organizations, and also provide greater benefit to downtown merchants.  In addition, the committee determined that the September date would afford a higher possibility of warmer weather. Chief Kim Dine of the Frederick City Police Department commented “Clearly a beautiful day in downtown Frederick is a great way to appreciate the City, its architecture, and its wonderful people."
The Clustered Spires opening ceremony takes place at the 7th Street and Market Street Stage beginning promptly at 11 a.m. with the following schedule:  
· 11 a.m. - Local churches, civic buildings and firehouses in downtown Frederick have been invited to ring their bells for 3 minutes to commemorate Patriot Day

· Welcome – Mayor Randy McClement

· Remarks 

· Frederick City Chief of Police Kim Dine and

· Fire & Rescue Services Assistant Chief Doug Brown

· Moment of Silence

· Performance of the National Anthem by Miss Apple Reese
· Closing Remarks – Mayor Randy McClement
